been paid though they sent their applications in time; and if so,
why ?

Tee Hon. Srt C. SUBRAMANTAM :—** Payments of bonus
were made in all the four villages in all cases of applications
which were correetly presented. = Thus Rs. 5,946 was dis-
bursed in Tadiparrn village, Rs. 2,187 in Munipalle village,
Rs. 3,464 in Mamillapalli and Gayamvaripalem and Rs. 4,179
in Jupudi village. Only  a' few applications which were
defective either for want of ‘ B ' forms or other particulars
are pending in respect of these villages. The sums covered
by these applications are Rs. 249 in Tadiparru, Rs. 186 in
‘Munipalle, Rs. 60 in Mamillapalle and Rs. 120 in Jupudi.
Supplemental bills for payment of these sums are being pre-
pared.”’
